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                       How to Survive a Tough Economy

Our small business bankers, like those at other banks, are hearing two main concerns these days from customers in the 

Antelope Valley: they want to know what it takes to obtain loans, and they want help managing expenses and cash flow. 
 

In these uncertain economic times, itôs more important than ever that Antelope Valley business owners look for every 

opportunity to manage expenses.  Doing so can help yield a good payoff managing cash flow and credit needs.

Review all outstanding credit on your books, and if you decide to pursue new 

credit, go beyond the application to document in detail how youôve cut costs and managed for success. 

Å Consider Refinancing. Watch for a rate that best suits your situation, and ask your banker to alert you about falling 

rates. 

Å Manage Your Budget. Create weekly reports to monitor expenses. Quickly step in to investigate spending that exceeds 

the budget, and take steps to curtail it. 

 

You should examine the revenue side of your business, too.  

Å Weekly revenue reports. Step in immediately to investigate shortcomings. Find ways to celebrate and replicate success 

that exceeds your goals. 

Å Clients. Is there business youôve turned away in the past because it was ñtoo small?ò No accounts are too small in 

todayôs environment, provided the work you do for them generates a profit. 

Å Collect faster. Speed up collection of your merchant services accounts. Aggressively collect receivables and reign in 

credit and terms. 

 

Å Cash accounts. Look for a strong bank, and match deposit rates against a bankôs strength. Consider depositing operating 

capital in small business premium money market funds, and long-term capital in 12-month CDs.
